Commander’s Corner

   It is my pleasure to serve you as your Post Commander.  I have been with Dorsey-Liberty Post 14 for over 14 years.  During my tenure I have been a bingo worker and became the Bingo Manager 1999. I have served as your Finance Officer for 2 terms.  

   My lovely wife, Betty Ann of 42 years, and I have 4 sons.  Yes, I know that we were moving, we still are as soon as we sell our home in Northwest Lawrence.
   I have three major agenda items for the post during my tenure.  Membership, Education, and Veterans Services programs will have my focus.  Everyone agrees that membership and member involvement are paramount to the continued operation and existence of the post. There are several ways to increase membership.  Past commanders have worked with the 1st Vice to contact members of Post 58 which is a “paper” post, who live in the Lawrence area, to join our post.  Another push is to use a telephone calling process to get personnel to join and/or pay their dues.  Membership is still waning.  
   My first priority is to work with the community through the chamber of commerce, rotary clubs, and other community organizations.  I will avail myself to present the American Legion story to these activities.  If you know someone in the community who would like to have a speaker let me know.  
   The Legion has many programs and scholarships that convey Americanism and Citizenship to our youth.  I will meet with the counselors of the Lawrence High Schools, to provide them the materials and to ensure that they are knowledgeable of the programs, services and scholarships available from the American Legion.  

   The care of our veterans is of upmost importance to me!  The State of Kansas  ranks 49th in service to veterans.  The national average of Veteran Service Officers  (VSO) to Veterans is 1 VSO to 3,500 veterans.  Kansas has 1 VSO for every 11,000 Veterans, not good.  Secondly, only 12% of eligible Veterans are receiving authorized benefits.  That’s only 29,280, of our 234,000 Veterans. The surrounding states average 18% and the national average is 24%.  I am working with the Department and other Kansas Posts to convince our Legislators to reinstate Kansas Commission on Veterans’ Affairs (KCVA) budget cuts and restore the Grant program to FY 2006 levels. If funding is not restored more Kansas Veterans and their families will fall through the crack.  For every $1 expended by KCVA it returns $85 to the State.
   With your support through labor, donations and ideas you will be helping me achieve my primary goals of community education and Post revitalization.  If you have suggestions or ideas please send them to me through mail or email me at CDR-DLP14@sunflower.com.
